Program Notes


Johann Sebastian Bach, a German composer during the Baroque period, composing over 1000 pieces in his lifetime. The Partita in D minor for solo violin was written between 1717 and 1720. It is a part of Bach’s compositional cycle called Sonatas and Partitas for Solo Violin. The Allemande features multiple independent melodic lines and polyphonic “voices” that conversate and echo one another. With a balanced phrase structure and consistent rhythmic patterns, featuring sixteenth notes, a flowing movement is created throughout the movement.

Ernest Bloch was a Swiss-born American composer of the 20th century. His music reflects many post-Romantic traditions, Jewish cultural, and liturgical themes. In 1923, Bloch composed the violin and piano suite Baal Shem: Three Pictures of Hassidic Life, the same year he obtained American citizenship. He is recognized as one of the greatest Swiss composers in history. Several of his most notable compositions reflect Bloch’s Jewish heritage.

Antonín Dvořák was a Czech composer during the Romantic period. Composed in 1893, the Sonatina in G major for Violin and Piano was the last chamber composition created in the United States. Each of the four short movements contains their own theme The mood of the composition is fresh and joyful.
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
